	Lesson notes
These four pages of IWB activities should work on any IWB. There are two different formats offered.  They are designed as whole-class activities which encourage discussion and the drawing out of misconceptions.
· Page 1 is designed to show how multiplying and dividing by ten and 100 effects numbers.

· The screen has multiple digits that can be picked up and moved to any part of the grid.

· Multiplying and dividing can then be modelled.

· Page 2 has a coloured block that can be slowly moved right to allow discussion of a method of sorting decimals by size

· The numbers are separate entities, so can be picked up and moved to the smallest/largest table without even knowing the complete number.

· Page 3 has ‘greater than’ and ‘less than’ signs which can be moved between numbers.

· The opportunity to discuss ‘how we know’ is particularly important here.

· Page 4 is a similar exercise, but uses units and has three quantities to sort according to size.

	Teaching Points

· These resources are only really suitable for whole-class teaching, but pupils in pairs can discuss the problems.
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
